Le preposizioni, prepositions, are words used to link other words together to show
direction, time, place, location, spatial relationships, etc. Prepositions do not have gender
and they don’t have number, so they never change unless they are followed by a definite
article.

In Italian, we have 9 preposizioni semplicr: di, a, da, in, con, su, per, tra, fra.

When followed by a definite article (i, lo, I, 1a, 1, gli, le) some of them will combine with
it and make a single word , the preposizioni articolate.
